Role description

Main purpose
The Horniman butterfly house houses a range of tropical butterflies in a hot and humid environment.  Our aim is to recreate their natural surroundings, not only to support the butterflies, but to inspire our visitors, helping them to learn about the insects, their lifecycle, habitats and how they feed. Our volunteers help the small team of four staff who care for the both the butterflies and the animals in the Animal Walk. We provide all necessary training – you don’t need to have any previous experience.

Tasks include:
· Engaging with our visitors, adults and children, to educate and inspire them
· Protecting the butterflies/caterpillars from harm
· Removing spider webs
· Correctly picking up any butterflies/caterpillars that are on the ground 
· Disposing of any deceased butterflies/caterpillars by placing them in the freezer
· Spraying puparium
· Tidying up and sweeping

Level of commitment
We are looking for someone who can volunteer weekly on Monday afternoons (1.30 – 3.45pm). We ask for a minimum 3-month commitment.  You will have a 6-week review to ensure that the placement is going well.

· Is comfortable spending time standing in a hot and humid environment

Minimum age requirement:
Due to the level of supervision available, this role is only available to those aged 18 and over.

· Reimbursement of travel expenses; lunch expenses are available if volunteering a full day
